Petitions will be available to pick up at Town Hall on January 7th,
o F F I C E 2020 and are due to be turned in to Town Hall by 5:00 pm on January
27,2020. Ten signatures of registered voters are required on each
petition. However, 20 signatures are recommended, because
incorrect or incomplete signatures will not be accepted.

The election will be held on April 7, 2020. All citizens are encouraged to consider this opportunity.
